Cawood Avenue, Field Street Solar Lighting — Preventative
measures to deter fly-tipping and ASB. Cawood Avenue currently
has no street lighting. The nearest street lights are on Field Street
itself. The Avenue has been identified as one of the top 3 Fly tipping
sites in the ward. Due to the fear of crime and fear of trip hazards in
the area residents have requested lighting into Cawood Avenue,
Field Street. Street lighting was removed from the Avenue several
years ago when the properties received external rendering. The
installation of solar powered lighting will help to make the
community feel safer.

Building Security Enhancements — Alf Marshall Community Centre -
The area has seen an increase in crime over that last 12 months,
especially with criminal damage and burglaries, which is having an
impact on the local community. The Alf Marshall Community Centre
and staff have also been victims of ASB over the past few months
and the team are keen to improve the security further for its users
and beneficiaries. We are working with the local community to look
at ways to improve the centre and create a safe, secure, and trusted
facility for continued community use. The applicant seeks to
increase the security of the Alf Marshall Community Centre for staff
and beneficiaries, making attendees feel safe and their belongings
secure whilst using this community facility. The facility has a lot of
vulnerable people accessing the centre’s activities, including the
elderly, people with mobility, health issues and learning difficulties,
those fleeing domestic violence, those who suffer with mental
health issues and young families, all of which have a variety of
personal challenges.

Mobile CCTV & Target Hardening - The project will provide victims
of repeat instances of crime and/or Anti- Social Behaviour with
mobile CCTV cameras, target hardening equipment. The area has
seen a increase in burglary which is having an impact on the local
community with many residents’ being elderly.

Two storage containers — The applicant requires storage space for
equipment to be stored on Alderman Kneeshaw Park. The
applicant has attempted to reduce anti-social behaviour on site
however there is still a need for the safe storage of football
equipment. We also need to train new football coaches for the
growing number of kids that are joining the club as we dont want to
have to turn anyone away. The storage unit would benefit the 250
children registered at Barham AFC with membership increasing all
the time. There is support from families and local residents who
have complimented the group on the difference they are making in
the park and making reference saying how nice it is seeing kids

being kids again. The group are encouraging residents to report any

crimes they see and not be scared to. Itis believe that by
communicating with residents, park users and local groups we can
work together for the greater good of everyone.

Security Products — Longhill and Bilton Grange Ward. The Area
Team regularly hold community engagement sessions in partnership
with Humberside Police and the Neighbourhood Nuisance Team
with the aim of talking to residents from the area and gaining an
insight for setting the ward priorities. Community Safety has been
identified as a ward priority as residents have said they want to feel
safer out and about in the community and whilst they are at home.
The purchase of personal/home security products such as door
wedges will improve home security and make people aware if
anyone has entered their home, personal alarms will help alleviate
the fear of crime and purse and bag products will ensure car and
house keys are secure and the signal blockers will assist with less car
thefts. The items will be distributed to residents who have identified
and have concerns for personal safety. The East Area Place Based
Tasking will monitor the success of the project.

Nuisance Bike Signs — It has been identified at the East Place Base
Tasking that there is an issue of nuisance motorbikes at Grasby,
Ings/Bellfield, Longhill and Alderman Kneeshaw Parks. The NPT has
stated that a lot of resource/time is spent dealing with issues and
feedback they obtained from the users of motorbikes is that they
were not aware that they could not ride bikes in the parks. By
installing signs, printed on a A3 size metal plate will give a clear
message to the park users that riding motorbikes in the parks is not
acceptable and will also encourage members of the public to report
the issues to the relevant agency. It is hoped that the signs will
discourage this activity and reduce the time HCC staff/Police spend
in addressing the issue.

Purchase of Equipment. Youth Aspire Connect (YAC) supports
young people aged 10-16 and school leavers aged 17-25 to aspire to
achieve their aspirations by providing employability and life skills
training to build their confidence and interpersonal skills. Projects
include the ‘Bridge Project' and 'Community Dance Projects’.
Activities are organised to keep young people engaged, and safe
from becoming involved in crime and violence. Health and
wellbeing sessions take place to help young people develop skills to
support and boost their Mental Health.

Ward - Probe (Hull) Ltd will undertake a target hardening initiative
to improve security in vulnerable residents’ homes, to reduce the
likelihood of burglary and to reduce the fear of crime.

Purchase of 2 x E-Bikes (EBCO Urban 2) for use by Neighbourhood
Policing Team Officers. The Wyke Neighbourhood Policing Team
will use the bikes to patrol in the ward helping them to utilise their
time more efficiently and being able to attend more daily business
across the ward.

Gower Park — Regeneration Phase 3 — New Play Equipment - Gower
Park is the largest park located centrally in the Pickering ward.
There has not been any recent investment in the park and therefore
was deemed a priority project for funding.

It is anticipated
that if funding was secured for a new modernised park, the
community would take pride in the park and it would be a valued
asset to be utilised by the wider community in general used by all
age groups, providing diversionary activities for young people.
